Based on the proposal received from State the following 

project has been approved by Ministry of Tourism for the state of 

Punjab: 



i. “Development of Heritage Circuit: Anandpur Sahib –

Fatehgarh Sahib- Chamkaur Sahib-Ferozpur-Amritsar-

Khatkar Kalan-Kalanour-Patiala in Punjab” approved in 

the year 2018-19 under Swadesh Darshan Scheme at the 

cost of Rs. 99.95 Crore. The project is to be completed in 

24 months i.e up to August 2020. 

ii. “Development of Karuna Sagar Valmiki Sthal at Amritsar” 

was approved under PRASHAD Scheme in 2015-16 at the 

cost of Rs.6.40 Crore. The project has been successfully 

completed in April 2018. 
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
