heritage site as one of the 17 sites for development in the country 

under the scheme – Development of Iconic Tourist sites. The 

Ministry shall be developing the Iconic Tourist Sites in collaboration 

with the Central Ministries, State Governments and Local Bodies, in 

a holistic manner. The draft masterplan for Khajuraho is being 

formulated by the ministry and has components of connectivity, 

better facilities/experience for the tourists at the site, skill 

development, involvement of local community, promotion & 

branding and for bringing private investment. 

 

Ministry of Tourism promotes India as a holistic destination 

including its various tourism sites/ destinations in different states 



and Union Territories under the Incredible India brand-line. Ministry 

as part of its on-going activities, releases print, electronic, online 

and outdoor media campaigns in the international and domestic 

markets.
