SUMMARY OF ACTIVITIES FOR THE MONTH OF JUNE 2024

. After taking charge of the Union Ministry of Tourism, the Hon’ble Minister of
Tourism chaired a meeting with the office bearers of Tourism Industry
Associations on 21st June, 2024 at New Delhi to ideate on tourism priorities and
challenges being faced by the Tourism Industry’s challenges and opportunities.

. To raise awareness about the many benefits of practicing yoga on the eve of
International Day of Yoga, Ministry of Tourism organised a mass yoga session
at Sun Dial Lawns, Qutub Minar Complex, New Delhi, on June 21, 202. The
theme for this year’s event was “Yoga for Self and Society. Honb’le Minister of
Tourism & Culture led the event. Hon’ble Minister of State for Tourism and
Petroleum and Natural Gas lead Yoga Session atKovalam's Kerala
Arts and Crafts Village”. In addition, the Yoga Sessions were also organized by
Ministry of Tourism through its regional offices at 53 prominent tourist places.
A total of 22203 people participated in these events.

. On the occasion of World Environment Day, Ministry of Tourism through its
Regional India Tourism Offices organised Plantation drive at various
destinations in which members of Yuva Tourism Clubs planted the trees under
the #TPUSHIGTH campaign launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister of
India.

. Additional Secretary, Ministry of Tourism virtually participated in the launch
event of India Japan Year of Tourism Co-operation held on 13th June 2024.
India and Japan are celebrating the Year 2024 as India-Japan Year of Tourism
with the theme ‘Connecting Himalayas with Mount Fuji’.

. Director General (T) graced the launch event of the first Cambodia -India
Tourism year held on 17 June, 2024 at New Delhi along with Secretary of State,
Ministry of Tourism of Cambodia. The ceremony also celebrated the inaugural
direct flight service by Cambodia Angkor Air between Phnom Penh and New
Delhi, which commenced a day prior. The event saw participation of
government officials, tour operators and business leaders from both countries.

. Ministry of Tourism participated in the BRICS Tourism Working Group
Meeting and Tourism Minister's Meeting which was held in Moscow, Russia
from 20th to 21st June 2024. Prospects for enhancement of tourism co-operation
between BRICS countries were discussed during the meeting. The Forum
participants also took part in expert sessions attended by major market players,
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presentations of tour operator products and travel services, and other tourism
industry projects from different countries.

The Ministry of Tourism participated in the first UN Regional Forum on
Gastronomy and the 36th Commission for Asia Pacific and South Asia in Cebu,
Philippines, from June 26th-28th, 2024. In the meeting the issues related to
gastronomy tourism and how this could be a potential tourism product were
discussed. The officials from Ministry of Tourism shared the insights on
tourism education and sustainable tourism development. India’s best practices,
including the Yuva Tourism Club and the Travel for Life initiative, were
showcased as exemplary models.

In collaboration with Indian Council of Cultural Relations (ICCR), Ministry of
Tourism participated in the 2nd edition of Exit Engagement Evening (E3) event
organized in three cities namely Kolkata on 20t June2024, Shillong on 21st
June’2024 and Lucknow on 29th June’2024. The events were organized with the
aim of facilitating foreign students studying in India and also contributing in
promoting specific collaboration with Indian organizations/Institutions
including Yoga/Ayush/Tourism in their countries.

The Ministry of Tourism disposed of 180 Public Grievances during June 2024
and 116 remained pending.

To cater to the growing need for skilled human resources in the employment
intensive travel & tourism sector, Indian Institute of Tourism and Travel
Management (IITTM), an autonomous body under the Ministry of Tourism
trained 188 persons in areas like Life Saving Techniques for water sports
operators, Eco Tourist Guide Training etc. under the Skill Testing &
Certification programme.

A total of 50672 accommodation units (both classified and un-classified) are
registered on the National Integrated Database of Hospitality Industry
(NIDHI) portal.

Foreign Tourist Arrivals (FTAs) during May 2024 were 6,00,496 (Provisional)
as compared to 5,98,480 in May, 2023 registering a growth of 0.3% with respect
to 2023.FTAs during the period January- May, 2024 were 40,72,329
(Provisional) as compared to 37,32,231 in January-May 2023 registering a
growth of 9.1% with respect to 2023.

India Tourism Development Corporation (ITDC) a Public Sector Undertaking
under administrative control of the Ministry of Tourism signed a Business
Agreement with M/s Cleartrip for booking of ITDC hotels on its website.
