(@) to (d): Development and promotion of tourism in the country is primarily undertaken by the
concerned State Governments (SGs)/Union Territory Administrations (UTs). The Ministry of Tourism
complements the efforts of SGs/UTs by providing financial assistance under its ‘Swadesh Darshan
(SD)’ and ‘Pilgrimage Rejuvenation and Spiritual, Heritage Augmentation Drive (PRASHAD)’ by
extending financial assistance to the State Governments/UT Administrations. In addition, tourism
facilities are also developed by sanctioning projects under its ‘Assistance to Central Agencies’ scheme
by the Ministry of Tourism.

Under the Swadesh Darshan and PRASHAD schemes, the Ministry sanctioned 2 projects and 1 project
respectively in the State of Maharashtra, as per the below given details:
